• Beautiful PB will host a Walk and Roll to School Day event at Pacific Beach middle schools 

on Friday, May 10 to encourage local students to walk, bike, skate, or scooter to school.  

• Bike SD will hold a Family Cargo Bike Carnival on Friday, April 12 from 3 – 6 p.m. at 

Waterfront Park, featuring educational workshops, cargo bike demonstrations, and a family 

bike ride.  

• Bikes del Pueblo will lead a bike handling class on May 18 and a spring skirt bike ride on 

May 19 in City Heights to focus on traffic rules, navigation, and bike safety.    

• City Heights Community Development Corporation will lead an educational bike tour in Mid-

City on Saturday, April 20 from 10 a.m. – 1 p.m. at Teralta Park to inform community 

members and bike commuters of new and planned bikeways. 

• City of Chula Vista will host a guided bike tour of Bayshore Bikeway and a bike rodeo at 

South Bay Earth Day on Saturday, April 6 at Memorial Park from 11 a.m. – 4 p.m. They also 

will host a bike scavenger hunt on March 28 in support of Bike to Work Day. 

• City of Coronado will host their third annual outdoor bike-in movie event at Tidelands Park 

on Friday, May 17, including a mini bike rodeo, walk-up bike mechanic, and bike to spin 

prize wheel.   

• City of El Cajon Recreation Department will lead a community bike ride for local youth and 

their families on April 13 at John F. Kennedy Park to learn about bike safety, proper helmet 

fitting, and more.
